EO branch offering
computer classes

The Center for Information and
Technology at the East Orange
Public Library will provide classes
for city residents on various com-
puter skills.

• Mouse Clinic, in French Cre-
ole, today at 6:30 p.m., is for resi-
dents who have no experience with
a computer. Class students will
learn to perform a mouse’s four
basic functions: point, click, drag
and right-click. Residents can
become familiar with terminology
and environment through the class.

• Learn the basics of using MS
Publisher on Saturday at 10 a.m.
Publisher enables the student to
design and publish fliers,
brochures, pamphlets and booklets.
Learn to create a publication, insert
text, graphics, clip art and pictures,
and format the publication. Prereq-
uisites include Mouse Clinic, Com-
puter Basics, and use of the key-
board.

• Go to the next level of word
processing with Word 2 on Tuesday
at 10 a.m.
