Officials with the County Prose-
cutors Association of the State of
New Jersey recently announced the
availability of four scholarships to
law students.

Each scholarship is a one-year,
$2,500 grant that is paid directly to
the recipient. Scholarship recipi-
ents from previous years are ineli-
gible to apply. They include:

• Oscar W. Rittenhouse Memor-
ial Scholarship: applicants must be
state residents who have been
accepted for admission to a law
school. Applicants must have an
interest in pursuing a career as a
prosecutor and must also demon-
strate financial need.

• Andrew K. Ruotolo Jr. Memo-
rial Scholarship: applicants must be
state residents who have been
accepted for admission to a law or
graduate school. Applicants must
be committed to enhancing the
rights and well-being of children
through advocacy programs. They
also must exhibit financial need.

• Harris Y. Cotton Memorial
Scholarship: applicants must be
state residents who have been
accepted for admission at a law
school. Applicants must have an
interest in pursuing a career as a
prosecutor with an emphasis in
domestic violence or hate crime
prosecutions and must also demon-
strate financial need.

• John H. Stamler Memorial
Scholarship: applicants must be
residents and  sworn law enforce-
ment officers who seek educational
advancement on a college or gradu-
ate level to improve their effective-
ness as a law enforcement officer.
The applicant must also demon-
strate financial need.

Applications must be post-
marked by June 23, said Katherine
Carter, spokeswoman for the  Essex
County Prosecutor’s Office. Carter
said finalists will be interviewed by
the scholarship committee and the
committee’s awards will be
announced in August.
