East Orange-based moving company fined after state sting
Twenty-five moving companies, including one in

East Orange, were sanctioned by state officials as part
of an undercover investigation into what they said
were unlicensed and uninsured moving firms.

In the group of companies which state officials said
would be fined a maximum of $2,500 was  Steven-
son’s Movers of East Orange.

The four-day state operation was conducted June
27-30. In the operation’s initial phase, investigators
with the state Division of Consumer Affairs said they
posed as consumers who needed to move personal
items from storage to their residences.

State officials said the investigators scheduled
appointments with 25 allegedly unlicensed movers
who advertised on various websites.

Representatives of 17 reportedly unlicensed mov-
ing companies sent workers to a self-storage facility in
Bridgewater — and unwittingly into the second phase
of “Operation Mother’s Attic.”

When they arrived at the facility, the unlicensed
movers were questioned by division investigators as
well as by State Troopers, who checked driver and
vehicle records and inspected trucks for mechanical
defects. Attorney General Paula Dow said laws regard-

ing licensing and insurance are intended to protect cus-
tomers. “Our laws are designed to ensure that those
who entrust their moves to companies operating with-
in our state don’t fall prey to fly-by-night operators
who have little regard for consumers or their cherished
belongings,” said Dow.

Under state law, movers who operate intrastate
must be licensed by the Division of Consumer Affairs.
Insurance must cover cargo, worker compensation and
bodily injury, and property damage. Dow said licensed
companies must maintain a legitimate business
address in New Jersey and provide consumers with a

written cost estimate. “In many instances, predatory
movers arbitrarily jacked up the total cost of a move by
as much as 1,000 percent over bogus estimates, then
held hostage consumers’ belongings until the outra-
geous billing demands were met,” said Thomas R.
Calcagni, the division’s director.

Dow said the unlicensed movers will receive
notices of violation and civil penalties of up to $2,500
each. If they apply for licensure within 30 days, said
Dow, the civil penalties will be reduced to $1,250.
Each company has the option of requesting a hearing
to contest the administrative charges.
