Despite heat, St. Matthews presents a glowing day

A TIME FOR FAMILY AND FRIENDS — It was  food
on the grill and games for the children Sunday as St.
Matthew AMC Church in Orange hosted its annual
Family and Friends Day. The event began indoors
with the church’s 11 a.m. service before congregants
and loved ones participated in many activities,
including a volleyball match against members of
Messiah Baptist Church of East Orange.

Orange man, accomplice convicted in drug distribution case
A Superior Court jury has found two men, including one

from Orange, guilty of drug possession and distribution
charges..

Quarwee Walker, 32, of Spotswood and Brian Witherspoon,
27, of Orange were found guilty July 28 of selling crack cocaine
on multiple occasions in East Orange.

“Good police work by the East Orange Police Department,
especially Detectives Rahsaan Johnson and Ramon Rodriguez,
were crucial to the success of this case,’’ said Assistant Prose-
cutor Jessica Guarducci  in a statement.

Guarducci said that between Dec. 10, 2008 and Jan. 1, 2009,
Walker and Witherspoon sold drugs inside and outside a three-

family house along North Clinton Street. That house, she said,
was located within 1,000 feet of two schools. Both men were
found guilty of conspiracy and multiple drug possession and
distribution counts.

It was the second time prosecutors tried Walker and Wither-
spoon. Jurors were unable to reach a verdict during the first
trial in March. The second jury deliberated for just four hours
before it delivered its verdicts.

Walker was convicted of three drug-possession counts, three
counts of distribution to an undercover police officer and three
counts of distribution within 1,000 feet of a school. Wither-
spoon was found guilty of two drug-possession counts, two

counts of distribution to an undercover police officer and two
counts of distribution within 1,000 feet of a school.

The men had been free on bail, said Guarducci. Judge Peter
Ryan revoked bail following the verdicts. Walker and Wither-
spoon are scheduled to be sentenced Sept. 23 by Ryan.

Guarducci said Walker and Witherspoon face five to 10 years
due to their criminal records.

Witherspoon has 11 adult arrests and four prior convictions
for two incidents of aggravated assault, eluding the police and
weapons offenses, said Guarducci. He added Walker has four
prior arrests and two prior adult convictions for drug distribu-
tion and unlawful weapons possession.
