LETTER TO THE EDITOR
Council must learn protocol
To the Editor:

What is the difference between a ward council member and an at-large
member in Orange? What are their responsibilities? Why is there confu-
sion on the Orange City Council?

As I have written before, council members have three responsibilities:
legislative, financial and constituent services. This holds true for ward as
well as at-large council members.

Now for the differences. By statute, Orange is divided into four wards.
They are based on population and revised after each 10-year census to
ensure there is no variation of more or less than 10 percent between the
wards.

Each ward elects a resident of the ward as a council member for a term
of four years. The last ward elections were in May 2010. The at-large
members are elected with the mayor and are selected from the entire city.
They also serve four years; their next election is in May 2012.

The ward representatives are responsible for matters that affect the
ward, and they represent the citizens to the government. The at-large
members have larger responsibilities, much like the mayor, such as the
business district, Urban Enterprise Zone, budget, financial and adminis-
trative matters.

In addition, the at-large members have a responsibility on the council
to keep one ward from being overwhelmed by the others. They do this by
debate and voting to insure that fairness occurs.

You expect your statesmen to come from this group. They should not
get involved in ward activities and should adhere to a protocol that says,
“Don’t mess in others’ turfs.”

The ward members should be most knowledgeable about the people,
issues and organizations in the ward; an outsider could be confused and
muck things up while trying to get headlines. Ward representatives must
insist that at-large members observe the protocol and refer ward matters
to them.

This council is confused because it doesn’t observe the protocol or
behave in a professional manner. The at-large members meddle in Orange
Park, which is located in the South and East wards. In addition, there was
a case in which an at-large member meddled in the West Ward and never
talked to the West Ward representative.

There have been instances in the past when some glory-seeking mem-
bers meddled in the affairs of another ward and almost caused a legal
problem for the city. In that case, the West Ward council member got
involved and resolved the case satisfactorily

This council has plenty to help the city progress, but it needs to over-
come its fear of failure by taking on matters of little importance. They
need to understand organization as well as protocol.
