* 8. Clothing al lowances received by Pol ice Department personnel  should be
reported on employees'  W-2 Forms.

HUMAN RESOURCES
9. In al l  instances, employees'  personnel  records be updated to proper ly

ref lect  t i t le and compensat ion.
10. Efforts be made to review al l  heal th insurance bi l ls  to ensure al l  terminat-

ed employees are prompt ly removed from coverage.
